	Ss may not volunteer ideas
	Offer distractors: going to the dentist? Washing the dishes?

	To introduce vocabulary related to entertainment
	Explain Stage = live theater and screen = movies. What does the expression “Star of stage and screen” mean? How do you think it's different to appear on stage than in film? Note PREPs

	Ask for example of having just one chance (score a goal, play guitar onstage). How do you feel?

	Exercise A
	To create individual work activities for Ss to acquire contextual vocabulary
	Read A and choices. Clarify that “watch a play” can mean on TV, at a school, etc., while “Go to theater” means a professional production. Ask what stand-up comic (comedian) is. Name some?
